Speaker Bios

Hon. Jane Nelson

Texas Secretary of State and Chair, Border Trade

Advisory Committee

Secretary Nelson is a businesswoman and former

teacher who served two terms on the State Board of
Education and 30 years as a State Senator representing North Texas.

The first woman in Texas legislative history to chair a standing budget-
writing committee, Secretary Nelson was Chair of the Senate Finance
Committee for four sessions. She was a member of the Senate State Affairs
Committee, which oversees election policy, for eight sessions. She served
as chair of the Sunset Advisory Commission, the Nominations Committee,
the Select Committee on Cybersecurity and the Senate Health & Human
Services Committee. She was also a member of the Legislative Budget
Board, the Legislative Audit Committee and the Privacy Protection
Advisory Council.

Secretary Nelson and her husband, J. Michael Nelson, owned and
operated an aircraft component manufacturing company in Denton
County. They have five children and 12 grandchildren.

Hon. Andy Brown

Travis County Judge

Judge Andy Brown oversees Travis County’s $1.4

billion annual budget as the County’s chief

administrator and Director of Emergency Management.
Since taking office, he has prioritized resource allocation to historically
underserved communities, initiating a mass COVID-19 vaccination effort
focused on communities of color. During winter storm Uri, he directed
vital support to the hardest-hit areas and has emphasized investments in
mental and behavioral health care, affordable housing, and increased
transparency in County operations. Under his leadership, the
Commissioners Court allocated $110 million for homelessness
initiatives, expected to create around 3,000 housing units in the area.

Before his tenure as Judge, Brown contributed to the establishment of
the Sobering Center-Austin as an alternative to jail for intoxicated
individuals and founded a successful law firm. He has a rich history of
public service, having worked as a legislative aide, campaign manager,
law clerk, finance director, and Travis County Democratic Party Chair. A
lifelong Austin resident, he graduated from The University of Texas
School of Law and lives with his wife, two children, a dog, a cat, and four
chickens.

Mr. Alvin New

Commissioner, Texas Transportation Commission,
TxDOT

Alvin New is a member of the Texas Transportation
Commission, which oversees statewide activities of the
Texas Department of Transportation.

New is a business investor, rancher and former San Angelo Mayor. New is
a lifelong resident of West Texas and was born in Brownfield. He has lived
mostly in or near San Angelo since 1981.

New spent most of his career with Town & Country Food Stores. He
started as a clerk while getting his business administration degree from
Angelo State University. New worked his way up to chief executive officer
and part owner. He and his partners sold their stake in the convenience
store chain about a decade ago. He currently serves as a member of the
Texas Tech University Foundation Board and the Goodfellow Air Force
Base Advisory Council. New earned his bachelor’s degree in business
administration in management from Angelo State University.
Commissioner New was appointed February 20, 2018, and re-appointed
April 8,2021. His second term will expire February 2027.

Mr. Alejandro “Alex” G. Meade III

Alejandro “Alex” G. Meade III is a member of the Texas

Transportation Commission, which oversees statewide
activities of the Texas Department of Transportation. He was appointed
commissioner by Governor Greg Abbott on March 21, 2023. Meade, who
lives in Mission, was appointed to serve on the commission for a term set to
expire Feb. 1, 2025.

Meade is a Brownsville native, who previously served as the city manager
of Pharr, where he managed a $200 million budget and almost 700
employees. He also has served as the chief executive officer of the Mission
Economic Development Corporation. His career also includes positions as
principal of P3 Economics, an economic development consulting firm in
Brownsville; the director of Economic Development at the Harlingen Area
Chamber of Commerce; and private sector positions in accounting and
management.

Meade, earned his bachelor’s degree in business administration in
economics from St. Edward’s University. He earned a master’s in business
administration from the University of Texas at Brownsville, and a master’s
in public administration from the University of Texas-Pan American. He is
certified as an Economic Development Finance Professional (EDFP) and is
a Certified Public Manager (CPM). Meade is an alumnus of the Texas
Lyceum and is a board member of the Border Trade Alliance, former board
of regent for Texas State Technical College System, and a former member
of the Texas Economic Development Corporation Board of Directors.

Representative Donna Howard has been a member of

the Texas House of Representatives since 2006,

currently serving as Vice-Chair of the Select
Committee on Health Care Reform and as a member of the House
Appropriations and Higher Education Committees. As Chairwoman of the
Texas Women’s Health Caucus, the largest caucus in the U.S. focused on
women’s health policy, she has championed efforts to increase funding
and access to women’s health services while combating anti-abortion
misinformation. Over the past year, she has raised national awareness
about the impacts of Texas’s anti-abortion legislation on community
health.

A native of Austin, Howard holds a Bachelor’s degree in nursing and a
Master’s in health education from the University of Texas. Her
professional background includes working as a critical care nurse and
serving as Austin’s first hospital-based Patient Education Coordinator.
She has held leadership positions with the Texas Nurses Association and
has been active on various boards, including the Texas Campaign to
Prevent Teen Pregnancy. Howard is also dedicated to community service
through her role on the Expanding Horizons Foundation, which supports
low-income housing and education. She is a proud mother of three and a
grandmother to seven.

Hon. Vikki Goodwin
State Representative District 47

Vikki Goodwin is currently serving her third term in the

Texas House, representing District 47, which includes

parts of western Travis County. During the 88th Session,
she successfully passed several significant bills aimed at enhancing safety
and well-being in her district, including Cati’s Act for drowning prevention
and the Natalia Cox Act for violence prevention. Additionally, she
expanded mental health services through AcuDetox and established the
Texas Food Security and Resiliency Council to improve food security.
Goodwin has also been actively involved in advocating for public school
funding, gun safety, and environmental protection, and she plans to
introduce the Affordable Rent Act in the next session.
