Pre-Meeting Outreach Efforts: 

• In preparation for the meeting, TxDOT engaged with affected communities and issued meeting 
notices in English and the most widely spoken languages among LEP individuals within the 
community. The outreach efforts included (Please reference Appendix A at the end of this 
document: 

• Legal Notices: Published in newspapers, on TxDOT’s Hearing and Meetings 
webpage, and on the TxDOT NHHIP website, with information available in English, 
Spanish, French, Arabic, Somali, Swahili, and Kinyarwanda. These notices informed 

the public of their rights to language and ADA accommodations. (Fig. A) 
• Media Outreach: Legal notices were published in prominent media outlets, 

including the Houston Chronicle, La Prensa de Houston, and the Houston Defender, 

reaching a combined circulation of approximately 175,000. (Fig A.1, A.2, A.3) 
• Community Display Ads: Colorful display ads appeared in community newspaper 

advertisement sections, available in English, Spanish, Chinese (Mandarin), and 

Vietnamese, ensuring inclusivity for the diverse linguistic backgrounds within the 

project area. (Fig. B) These ads also provided instructions for requesting language 
and other accommodations before the meetings, including deadlines for such 

requests. The combined circulation of the six community newspapers is 

approximately 407,000. (Fig. B.1,B.2) 
• Direct Mail Post Cards: Bilingual meeting notice postcards were mailed directly to 

approximately 15,300 adjacent property owners, tenants (within a half-mile radius 
of the project footprint), elected officials, and key stakeholders, 20 days before the 
meeting (See Figure 2 for public meeting postcard). (Fig. C) 

• Social media and Digital Outreach: Bilingual meeting notices were distributed via 

social media platforms, including X (formerly Twitter) and Facebook, with follow-up 
reminders posted and emailed to maintain community awareness. (Fig. D) 

• Yard Signs: Bilingual yard signs were strategically placed near the meeting location 

one week before the event, displaying meeting dates and times. (Fig. E, E.1) 
• Door Hangers: 7,000 bilingual door hangers promoting the meetings were 

distributed to low-income residences and community businesses within the project 

area five days before the meeting. (Fig. F, F.1) 
• Electronic Signage: The meeting was advertised on TxDOT’s electronic fixed and 

portable outdoor signs within the project area one week prior. (Fig. G) 
• Public Contact Number: The meeting notice included a dedicated phone number 

for the public to call with questions and to access project materials by appointment 
with TxDOT staff.
